Sub: Guidelines to prevent uncoupling cases of freight trains

Two cases of Pantograph broken have been reported in MB and DLI divisions on 
05.10.2024 and 06.10.2024 respectively during placementwithdrawal of loads from 
sidings. LPs failed to stop locos short of "Unwire Stop Board" as per ACTM Volume-ll 
(Para 30642). Copy enclosed.

During investigation, it was observed that above mentioned incidents have taken 
place during pushing back of goods trains to ensure seating of CBC locks. Railway 
Board vide above refereed letter has issued instructions that backing of trains before 
starting should not be permitted as this can lead to derailment on open trap/point 
bursting/infringing of fouling mark in rear. In case, it is felt that pushing back is essential 
requirement to ensure proper seating of CBC locks in miscreant prone area, then it 
must be done by ensuring that situations of point bursting, infringement and entering of 
Electric locomotive in unwired line is not allowed to occur. 

In view of above, divisions should counsel the running staff on above mentioned 
aspects to avoid cases of point bursting, infringement of fouling mark and entering of 
Electric locomotives in Unwired lines.

The Alert Advice No.9/2006 under reference was issued to prevent 

practice of Loco Piiot of pushing back of goods train befors starting from 

yardistation yards to ensure proper seating of C8C iocks. It has bsen 

requested by one af the Zonal Ralway to review the Alert Advice since in 

order tG ensure proper COuping of CBOs of the wagons, pushing back of the 

tran b at least two to three meters before starting is necessany. 

The proposal has been examined and it nas been decided that 

backing of train before starting should not be permitted as: 

Train may derai on an apen trap in the rear of the train r burst a 

point which is set against a backed lina. 

The backing train may infringe on a fouling mark with the adjacent 

iines and may result in side olision with an incoming train or a train 

being dispatched from the adjacent !ine. 

However, if it is feit that pushing back is an essential requirerent to 

ensure proper seating of C8C iocks, hen it ust he done by ensuring that 

situations of pant bursting and infringement is not alloWed to Occur. This can 

oniy be possible if the length of pushing is confined to the minimunm possible 

length. in cases where the load is stabled for a long duration or is brought to 

hait in a miscreant prone area, conditions for backing couid be pernitted 

under proper supervision of the Guard or competent staff by observing the 

following precautions: 

Movement to or dispatch from the adjacent ine is not permitted during 

the operation. 

Any trap or point in rear of the tr¡in is set to prevent derailment or 

bursting of points.
